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The Bluegrass Poultry Association’s Fall Classic, in Frankfort,  
Kentucky is the place to be on October 23rd.  Barbara and Michael  
have worked out the details for the awards and we’ll just be waiting  
for you all to join us for our 2010 ABC National! 
 
It looks like no one is running for president or SE district director.   
Feel free to write your name in or someone else’s.  We need  
members willing to step up and serve the club for a couple years.   
How about you? 
 
Back in January a licensed judge said “Lavender will never qualify as Lavender; they are Self 
Blue color in both Standards. Lavender is what the Europeans call Self Blue.”  Some of what he 
said can’t be disputed.  I do have a problem with “never” and the stubbornness to even 
consider change.  His feelings are shared by other judges also.  The Europeans may be right 
about that metric system and lavender too! 
 
Lavender is the same color/pattern as "self blue".  And, yes, the currently recognized breeds 
with that color/pattern are called “self blue” in the American standards.  Fred Jeffrey in his book 
Bantam Chickens also lists at least 10 other names for this same color.  There is a British 
lavender Araucana, which looks closer to an Ameraucana than an American Araucana, and 
more and more breeders on this side of the ocean prefer the term lavender.  Check out the 
Orpington forum and you’ll read about lavenders and a fellow on the Chantecler forum said 
“Lavender (Self Blue) is very hot right now.”  Can we all be wrong?  Well, maybe.  Some of you 
have already heard my arguments for lavender over self blue.  I feel lavender is a more correct 
name mainly because the gene that creates the lavender color is called lavender!  The symbol 
for the gene is “lav”.  It’s only natural to use the word lavender to describe the variety.  I’ve 
suggested to the APA that once lavender Ameraucanas are accepted they should refer to the 
APA's "self blue" PLUMAGE description (page 178 of my 1998 Standard) while retaining the 
official "lavender" variety name.  Perhaps it would be a good time for the APA to include the 
lavender name as an alternative in the self blue description...such as "self blue/lavender".   
Maybe over time the term "self blue" would be dropped.     
 
As a show superintendent I've noticed several entries over the past few years with the word 
"self" incorporated into the variety descriptions when it shouldn't be.  Some Polish breeders 
used "Self" to indicate the crest is the same color as the rest of the bird and some d’Uccle 
breeders used “Self” to indicate their birds weren’t mottled.  It both cases they could enter a 
blue (not self blue) bird and label it self blue using their logic.  Self means different things to 
different breeders and is very misleading and confusing, especially when newbie’s try to figure 
out the difference between blue and self blue.  Mike Gilbert concurs, “There is another good 
reason for using the term lavender.   Self blue already refers in some cases to unlaced, one 
shade of color, Andalusian blue - and rightly so.   Using "lavender" to describe the true breeding 
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variety would eliminate confusion in that the same terminology is currently being used for two 
different but similar colors.” 
 
I understand using the accepted terminology for accepted varieties, but these are not yet 
accepted and it is time for the APA/ABA to move into the 21st century and call a lavender a 
lavender.

Ameraucana chicks in black, blue, splash, wheaten, blue wheaten, splash wheaten and 
hopefully lavender February 2011 through May 2011.  Our hatches will be two weeks apart on 
every other Monday.  Usually leaving our PO on Tuesday depending on what time they 
hatch.  We have had them hatch on Sunday, and ship out on Monday.  The incubators are set 
at about 8:00 AM on Mondays. 
 
Basically the chicks are $6 each, plus box, PO shipping charge and a small fee for delivering 
them to our PO for shipment.  We offer priority mail only through shipping zone #4; all others 
must go by express live mail as we guarantee live chicks upon arrival, or a refund for any that 
don't make the trip-which is very few.  There is a minimum of 10 so they will stay warm enough 
during shipping.  Presently we have sold our Ameraucanas into 39 states and Canada.  It looks 
like Hawaii may be our 49th state.

A buff by Jean Ribbeck . . .  
Look at the muffs! 

Blast from the Past, The Art of Cage Training, by Patty Pickard 
Since the last time this article was printed we have about sixty new members in the club, so to 
answer the question asked at shows. . . “Look how calm that bird is, I wonder how you do that” . . . 
Here is the answer! 
 
Step one - Acquire a cage similar to the ones that the bird will be shown in at the shows. You can 
purchase show cages from several poultry supply places. You will need to set your cage in a 
location that is at waist level or higher as that is how the cages will be set up at the shows. You 
also need to select an area that will receive high traffic from your family or friends that you can 
convince to come and visit your birds. It is important to get the birds comfortable with strangers 
walking past their cage and talking. It would be good to have some younger children walk past the 
cages and chatter as kids do. You will also need to set up a radio by the cage,  
preferable tuned to a station that has talking and not so much music. The goal here is to replicate 
the show floor as much as possible. 
 
Step two - Cage training isn't an overnight thing, it takes time. When I work with the birds, they may 
only spend and hour a day in the cage at first, gradually working up to where they are comfortable 
in the cage setting for a full day. When I start a new bird on the show schedule, I only take them to 
one day shows at first- two day shows can be a long time for a new bird.  The idea is to make the 
bird as comfortable and relaxed in the cage as they can be. A relaxed bird will show better than a 
spastic one. 

Step three - Now that the bird is comfortable in the cage, you 
can start to train him. I take the bird out of the cage, head first 
of course, and examine him like a judge would, and then put 
him back head first. I do this several times each day so that he 
is used to being caught and looked over. The bird will realize 
that he is not going to get hurt and will learn to just stand  
there to be caught. Judges appreciate a bird that is easily 
caught verses one that they have to struggle to catch. If it  

comes down to a tie between two birds, that judge will select the cage trained bird over the wild 
one. Then I introduce other people into the catch and handle routine. The bird needs to be 
comfortable with others handling them too. 
 
Step four - Impress the judge. After the bird is comfortable with this routine, you add the final touch 
on- the pose. Take the bird out of the cage, do your examination of the bird and then stand the bird 
on the palm of your hand in front of the open cage- he should hop in. As soon as he hops in- toss 
in a treat, he will turn to get the treat. The goal is to get him to hop in and immediately turn to the 
door, puff up, and pose for his treat. Now it is very important to use a treat with a crinkly wrapper as 
you will be able to get him alert and to pose just from the sound of the treat wrapper. I use Old Roy 
soft dog food treats. They come in little individual packets with a nice crinkly wrapper. Tender 
Vittles would work if they are wrapped in plastic and not a paper type wrapper. Just shop around, 
you will find a suitable wrapped treat. It is wise to work on the return to cage and pose when the 
bird is hungry as then it will mean more. When you are on the show floor, have the wrapper of the 
treat in your pocket. As the judge walks by your pens, you can crunch your wrapper around in your 
pocket and the bird will turn and pose for the judge. 
 
Step five - Practice. Keep it fun for the bird and he will work for you.  In poultry shows, sometimes it 
is just the little things that make the difference in the judge's mind. Your goal in cage training is to 
make that judge take a second look at your bird. If you can get a second look, then you have a shot 
at taking that class. The birds that are just sitting or wild aren't showing at their best. If you can get 
yours to pose and show for the judge, he will be impressed with you and your bird.
