A previpusly announced
addition to the United States
1992 stamp program wili be
8 29¢ New Year stamp. It
will depict a rooster and Chi-
nese characters that trans-

glthough the U.S. Postal Ser-

vice has said the stamp will |

be issued in December. /
The design was unvelled to
the Organization jof Chinese
Americans during its conven-
tion in San Jose,/Calif., Aug

Asked why such a stamp
was being issued, Jeff Maj-
tyka, a spokesman for the
Postal Service, toid ,Linn's,
“The public s ed /the
stamp.” )

That is true, however, for
thousands of /stamp sugges-
tions that are rejected each
year. | .

/The Postal Service's re-
leage says, “The stamp will
be availabie for sending New
Year's greetings.”

Majtyks sald the Postal
Service was aware that Chi-
nese New Year Is not Jan. 1.

Chineseé New Year is cel-
gbrated at the first new
Jmoon after the sun enters
Aquarius — sometime be-
tween Jan. 21 and Feb. 19.

The next Chinese new
year, the Year of the Roosi-
er, wil begin Jan. 23, 1983,
Each Chinese year is named
after one of 12 anjmals.

Although a rooster, the
Rhode Island Red, was in-
ciuded on one of the 50 State
Bird and Flower stamps of
1882, the fowl has not been
the main design element of &
stamp issue since the much-

The chicken stamp, which
actually showed & Brahma
rooster, was issued for what
was described as the “cen-

tions to our country.”

| see justification. Old timers will remem-
ber the outcry, far more than the current
fluttering over an Elvis Presley com-
memorative, when the Post Office with
its 1948 brahma rooster 3¢ stamp, pulled
its biggest joke ever on the philatelic
faithiul. A disingenuous public had to
celebrale by buying No. 968, g hundred
years of the Poultry Industry.

All | could think of at the time was
that song from the Kaiser's War, “Would
you rather be a colonel with an eagle on
your shoulder or a private with a chicken
at your knee?” We are inclined to call a’
poltroon “chicken”, but elsewherg ‘the
bird has respect. France long used a
rooster to symbolizes its Third and suc-
ceeding republics: try/No§. 477-495 of
1944, 10c-204r for starters. Composer
Rimsky-Korsakew' who has enjoyed
postaltribute from a couple countries did
a 1908 opera Le Coq d'0Or or Golden
Cockerel, atake-off onroyaity. Mainland
China calls a popular train the “lron
Rooster™and Paul Thercux has atravel
book about its service.
