Article VII - Election of Officers

elected every two years by means of a mail ballot sent to each member. Such ballots shall be mailed by the
Secretary/Treasurer via the club bulletin in the fall of the election year. Voting may be by mailing a marked
ballot or via email within ten days after receipt directly to the Election Commissioner. When only one member
accepts the nomination for any office, that person will be elected by acclamation. The election shall be
completed and the new officers declared by mid-December and the new officers shall assume office on January
1st.
