The election shall be completed and the new officers declared by mid-December and the new
officers shall assume office on January 1st.”

On the night of the 18th day, after lockdown, |
unknowingly lost power in my basement for 8 hours. The next morning, the temperature in the incubators was
around 65 degrees. | had read not to panic, and sure enough | had about an average hatch rate.

As reported on the ABC Forum, Wayne Meredith will no longer be raising Ameraucanas so that he can take
winter vacations to warmer climate states. From my experience, | know how difficult it is to be away from
home for any extended period, even with a reliable bird sitter. Good luck, Wayne, and thanks for your
contributions to the development of the breed.
